Health

Parents/carers will be informed if there is any infectious childhood disease, which may affect other children or their parents.

If a child has a medical need that warrants a care plan, one will be written.

Staff are made aware of all children’s medical needs by using a printed medical list. Taking information from the registration form.
All staff hold a current First Aid certificate.

All accidents will be recorded in the accident book. Parent will be asked to sign and given a copy.

If a child comes to Pre-School with bruises or marks, these will be recorded and the parent asked to sign the book. If marks noticed during morning, they will be written down and parent asked to sign when they collect the child.

Policy on head lice

Head lice are considered to be a social problem, which must be dealt with at home.

Policy on ill children

If Pre-School thinks a child is ill or may cause infection to other children, they will be excluded from Pre-School.

Ormesby Pre-School follow the guidelines of Norfolk County Council Communicable Diseases

If a child becomes ill at Pre-School our policy is the child will be sent home. 
Procedures for ill children in Pre-School
If a member of staff suspects a child is unwell they must report it to the manager.

The child will be made as comfortable as possible away from other children.
If a child has a high temperature we will seek permission from the parent to administer Calpol to start bringing their temperature down, whilst the parent is on their way to pick up the child.
The manager will contact the parents/carer first. If they cannot be contacted the additional emergency contact numbers will be tried.
If no one can be contacted the child will be looked after by a member of staff till the end of their session.

If the child deteriorates rapidly the emergency services will be contacted and/or the child will be taken directly to the hospital, with the parents being directed to meet them there, unless we have been instructed differently, a member of staff will accompany the child.
Can my child attend Pre-School if they are on medication?
Yes, if it is prescribed by a doctor and it has been administered for 48 hours, this is in case of any allergic reaction.

For example, if your child is on medication such as antibiotics, they must remain at home for the first 48 hours of the course, they may then return at the discretion of the Pre-School Manager.
How long will my child need to be absent from Pre-School for if they are ill.
If your child is suffering from a high temperature, sore throat, rashes, headache or discharges from the eyes or ears, he/she should not attend Pre-School until the symptoms have cleared up or until medical advice is sought and clearance is given for the child to return.
If your child is suffering from sickness and/or diarrhoea, they should not attend Pre-school for 48 hours after the symptoms have ceased or until clearance is given by a doctor.
